iii) Adjust springs by first loosening the 3/8-16" lock bolt located at top of the 
adjustment bolt, then turning adjustment bolt counter-clockwise several 
complete turns. 

iv) Repeat at each spring pocket until wooden spacer is barely free. Remove 
spacer. It will be necessary to make several iterations of adjustment to ensure 
springs are loaded homogeneously.

v) Once final adjustments are complete, re-tighten 3/8-16" lock bolt to prevent 
unwanted movement of adjustment bolt.
